
Oral Language Proficiency Scale- 

A measure of English language acquisition, divided into  

5 levels from novice to independent user of English. 

826 children were assessed in 2007-2008 

95 children withdrew, 25 assessments were invalid, and 46 children were at a level 5 when they 

entered the program. 

Of the remaining 660: 

515 (78%) progressed 1 or more levels 

148 (22%) remained at the same level
